Subject:

The health requirements for travellers coming to the kingdom
of Saudi Arabia to perform Hajj for year (2022).

Reference:

1. Article No. (23) of the Civil Aviation Act.
Background:

Due to what was observed from airlines of transporting
passengers coming for the purpose of performing pilgrimage
(Hajj) with incomplete (Covid-19) vaccine doses in addition,
not providing a negative PCR test for a sample taken within 48
hours before departure to the Kingdom. Which will affect the
operational movement of airports and the safety of all other
passengers coming for this purpose.

Instructions:

All airlines transporting passengers coming to the Kingdom for
the purpose of performing pilgrimage (Hajj) for the year
(2022), must comply with the following health measures:

1- Passengers must be under the age of (65 years) .

2- Complete vaccination with basic doses of (Covid-19)
vaccines, that approved by the Ministry of Health(MOH).

3- Provide a negative (PCR) test result for (COVID-19) for a
sample taken within (48) hours before departing to the
kingdom.

4- Financial penalties will be imposed according to the civil
aviation Act for each flight independently in case of
failure to comply with the time slots and granted flight
clearance either by delaying, cancelling or operating
without obtaining prior approval according to the
approved procedures.

5-  Failure to comply with circulars issued by GACA is an
explicit violation of Government orders, and legal
procedures will be initiated against the violators who will
be held responsible.
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
