1. All airlines must ensure that passengers arriving in the Kingdom
from countries with a risk of yellow fever transmission have been
vaccinated against yellow fever and have obtained a vaccination
certificate at least (10) days prior to their arrival in the Kingdom
from the following countries:

Africa: Angola, Benin, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cameroon, Central
African Republic, Chad, Congo, Coéte d’lvoire, Democratic
Republic of the Congo, Equatorial Guinea, Ethiopia, Gabon,
Gambia, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Liberia, Mali,
Mauritania, Niger, Nigeria, Senegal, Sierra Leone, South Sudan,
Sudan, Togo, Uganda.

South America: Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador,
French Guiana, Guyana, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname,
Venezuela.
